Born in Stamford, Lincolnshire, Norman Colin Dexter 
attained a BA and MA in Classics at Cambridge 
University and later moved to Oxford with his family. 
He taught Greek and Latin in various schools before 
being employed by the Oxford University Examination 
Board. Veteran of the Royal Corps of Signals, Dexter is 
a former champion of the Ximenes and Azed cryptic 
crossword puzzle championships. After having read two 
mediocre crime novels in 1972, he decided he could do 
better.  The rest, as they say is history.

WHAT IS THE JAIPUR LIMB ?

It is an artificial leg, developed at the Mahaveer 
hospital in Jaipur, India. The unique component is 
the Jaipur foot, a clever combination of wood and 
various densities of rubber vulcanised into a 
realistic looking brown foot.

The Jaipur limb is hard-wearing and will last for 
three or four years, longer if worn with a shoe.

One of the major differences between the Jaipur 
technology and western technology is the cost -
whereas a western limb will cost between 
�1,000.00 and �2,000.00, a Jaipur limb can be 
made and fitted for as little as �25.00.

WHAT IS THE JAIPUR LIMB PROJECT ?

It is a pro-active fund-raising and project-initiating 
body of Rotarians, drawn from all over RIBI. It 
was formed in 1985 and became a registered 
charity in 1995.

There are 12 trustees, assisted by several co-
opted managers, who divide their time between 
raising awareness of the project among Rotarians 
in RIBI, identifying appropriate sites for projects, 
principally in India and Africa, and assisting in the 
preparation of programmes, budgets and 
financing for those projects.

The bulk of their work in India revolves around 
Limb camps, with as many as 3000 patients 
turning up for help, but in Africa and other 
countries outside India they establish new 
permanent centres and provide on-going support 
for them by way of technician training, materials 
and equipment.

August 2004. Galle, Sri Lanka.

In December 2003 RJLP were asked to help in 
supplying a young woman with an artificial leg by 
a non-Rotarian in Southern Sri Lanka. We 
contacted the local Jaipur Limb workshop at 
Mahamadora Hospital, Galle, through the RC 
Galle. The young woman was in need of 
intensive physiotherapy to strengthen her 
muscles and generally prepare her for walking 
again. In August 2004 the process of physio and 
limb fitting was complete and Jeewani was able to 
walk again – and get a job.

Actual cost of Physio and new limb, �277.00, 
was paid for by RC Hamble Valley, District

In Bicester Kate Davies 
organised 5 classes together and I could teach almost 100 children together which was an experience I had 
never had before.

In the future I hope I will also teach English as a second language, so during this month I could also 
improve my English.

I spent a wonderful time with the families I stayed at and with the Rotary members who showed me many 
beautiful places of England.

I visited London and Greenwich with David and Libby Fuller. Mike and Jenny Isles took me to Stonehenge, 
Avebury and Salisbury. I went to Stratford-upon-Avon and watched an interesting play in Swan Theatre 
with Paul and Irene Bennett, they also took me to Croughton Manor and Charlecote Park.
